51 and Marqaus (Mark) 2:13-17. 

Kepha (Simon Peter) and Andrew were two brothers that Yeshua 

called to be His disciples. 

Kepha and Andrew were cutting wood when Yeshua found them, 

for they were carpenters. 

Yeshua found Ya’akov (James) and Yochanan (John) sons of 

Zebedee mending fishing nets. 

When Ya’akov and Yochanan saw Yeshua, they followed him the 

next day after much thought. 

Then Yeshua found Philip who was from Bethsaida, the city of 

Kepha and Andrew. 

Philip told Nathanael (Bartholomew) that he had found someone 

who might be the Messiah, but he was not sure.

Yeshua dining in Levi's house was criticized for eating with tax 

collectors and sinners.

4. Yeshua asks that wine 

be brought to the master 

of the feast. 

5. The master of the feast 

tastes it and tells the 

bridegroom that he has left 

the good wine until that 

moment. 

 

6. The disciples saw His 

glory manifested and 

believed in Him. 

7. After this, Yeshua with 

His mother, brothers and 

disciples went down to 

Capernaum.
